Learning more about Mexican immigrants in the US.

We could focus on the newer immigrants and their labor
market situation and/or the second and third generation
Immigrants with the aim of understanding what would make
them invest more in Mexico. This would involve using existing
data or collecting new data.

Setting up a longitudinal panel.

Can base it on the RAND American Life Panel, but can do
multimode data collection, instead of just online or mobile.
This would provide data over time for a variety of policy
areas.

e Understand the skill gaps in the labor market.

What do firms want by way of skills and how does this
compare with the what Mexican workers have? Given the
prevalence of informal labor, focus should be on them as
much as formal markets. Existing data could be used, but if
the above panel Is set up, targeted longitudinal data could
also be collected.

e (Collect data on subjective wellbeing.

Implement social surveys to extend the type of subjective
wellbeing data Is being collected.
